Sein neues Album wurde gerade von Kritikern gelobt, er sollte in großen Hallen das Vorprogramm für Neko Case und 
die White Stripes bestreiten und in der CBS TV Lateshow von David Letterman auftreten: Für Country-Ikone Porter 
Wagoner standen im Herbst seiner Karriere alle Lichter auf Grün. Doch am 26.Oktober 2007 ist er nach kurzer 
Krankheit verstorben. 
 
Er war schon lange bekannt als der schlaksige Sänger im Paillettenanzug, Symbolfigur für das 'alte Nashville' und seit 
vielen Jahren Mitglied der Grand Ole Opry. Country-Fans erinnern sich an ihn als TV-Star, der Dolly Parton zum 
Durchbruch verhalf. Ein jüngeres Publikum schätzte seine düsteren, alptraumhaften Konzeptalben, die er in den späten 
sechziger Jahren für RCA eingespielt hat.

Wagoners bedrückende, düstere Songs – unter anderem geschrieben von Bill Anderson, Merle Haggard, Waylon 
Jennings, Willie Nelson, Dolly Parton und Mel Tillis – laufen über vor Verzweiflung, als wären es Szenen aus C-Filmen 
oder geschmacklosen Erzählungen. Seit sie erschienen sind, haben sie Kultcharakter bei Horror-Freaks, Fans 
alternativer Country Music und in der Gothic-Subkultur. Die Alben waren über zwei Jahrzehnte nicht mehr erhältlich, 
jetzt gibt es sie in hervorragendem Stereo, gezogen von den Original-Zweispurbändern.
