Once one of country music's most beloved, best-known figures, Jimmie Skinner drew the map that today's 'alt-country' singer-
songwriters follow. Inspired by the bluesmen of his youth, Skinner wrote songs of melancholy, despair and anger, framing them with 
catchy, unforgettable melodies. 
 
The consummate country music outsider, Skinner stripped country music to its raw essentials, much as Sun Records did with Elvis 
Presley, Carl Perkins, Jerry Lee Lewis and especially Johnny Cash and His Tennessee Two. If Skinner's phrasing was reminiscent of 
Jimmie Rodgers and early Ernest Tubb, his voice was unmistakably his own – a warm, baritone growl that boomed out of the era's 
jukeboxes. He thrashed his guitar with an aggressive backbeat that inspired a budding generation of rockabilly singers. Electric 
mandolinist Ray Lunsford accompanied him with simple, funky melody lines that became a hallmark of the Skinner style. 
 
When the major labels finally beckoned, Skinner battled to maintain his artistic integrity. His persistence paid off in the late '50s with 
country chart hits that defied the emerging Nashville Sound. Rather than bow to changing tastes in country music, Skinner voluntarily 
ended his recording career. 
 
This 33-track collection features many of Skinner's classic 1949-1960 recordings for Radio Artists, Capitol, Decca and Mercury, along 
with a rare demo and an audio excerpt from an unfinished autobiography. Dave Samuelson provides a biographical sketch of this 
fascinating, eccentric performer.
