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March 5, 1963
In memoriam - forty-five years ago country music stars died in plane crash

When popular Kansas City country DJ Cactus Jack McCall was killed in an auto accident, his family was
destitute. To help raise funds, many of Music City's top entertainers offered their services for a gala benefit on
Sunday, March 3, 1963. The headliner was Patsy Cline, then riding high in both the country and pop charts.
Joining her on the bill were Wilma Lee & Stoney Cooper, Cowboy Copas, Hawkshaw Hawkins, George Jones
and Billy Walker.

Cline, Copas and Walker planned to return to Nashville the following day in a Piper Comanche piloted by
Randy Hughes, Cline's manager/guitarist and Copas's son-in-law. But early Monday morning Walker learned
his father suffered a heart attack and was not expected to live. With the Kansas City airport fogged in, only
commercial flights were allowed to arrive and depart. Knowing that Hawkins booked a reservation to
Nashville on an outbound flight, Walker approached the lanky singer about using his ticket. Hawkins agreed,
even though he was reluctant to fly with the relatively inexperienced Hughes.

Tuesday morning the weather was no better, but Cline, Copas, Hawkins and Hughes were anxious to return
to Nashville. After getting clearance to take off that afternoon, the plane briefly stopped in Little Rock then
headed to Dyersburg, Tennessee, to refuel. The Comanche took off at 6:07 p.m. for the final leg of the trip,
which normally would take no longer than fifty minutes.

The weather was turbulent, and thunderstorms pelted the area. By 7 p.m. the plane was still eighty-five miles
outside of Nashville. As it approached Camden, Tennessee, a farmer noticed the small plane overhead,
revving its motor in an apparent attempt to climb. Shortly after it left his sight, he heard it strike nearby
treetops and then silence. The next morning the wreckage was found scattered across in a rugged area three
miles west of town. There were no survivors.

While en route to a March 7 prayer service for Cline, Jack Anglin, the tenor-singing half of Johnnie and Jack,
was killed in a car accident. Forty-five years later, the country music community still grieves over this
enormous loss.

If Cline's star still shines brightly, Copas and Hawkins' names have largely faded from public memory. The
majority of their early King records have been out of print for decades, and most LP and CD reissues suffered
from excessive reverb or superfluous overdubs. They deserve better.

Though her reputation rests on seductive, easy-listening ballads, Patsy Cline frequently cut catchy uptempo tracks
during the first five years of her brief recording career. This release culls the best of them, including her 1957 country hit
Walking After Midnight, rockers like Stop, Look And Listen and bouncy numbers like Honky Tonk Merry-Go-Round. For
years these sides have been released scattershot across countless CD anthologies padded with filler. Now they're
collected onto one compact disc, all songs digitally remastered from the original session tapes. The set also includes
previously unissued recordings.

With a career dating back to the late '30s, Lloyd 'Cowboy' Copas was one of country music's great stylists. After signing
with King Records in 1946, Copas rose to prominence with a string of hit singles, his distinctive high baritone voice
grabbing nickels in jukeboxes across the Southeast and Midwest. Though most of his records were pure, unadulterated
country, Copas showed a versatility that few singers could match. He recorded with Elliot Lawrence's big band and later
cut some edgy rockabilly. This single-disc collection culls the best of Copas's upbeat tracks for King, along with scarce
material from his short-lived stints with Dot.

Once billed as 'eleven-and-a-half yards of personality,' Harold 'Hawkshaw' Hawkins was one of country music's biggest
stars during the late '40s through the '50s. His action-packed tent show was a top attraction across the American
Southeast, and millions watched him on ABC-TV's Ozark Jubilee or listened to him over WSM's Grand Ole Opry. This
single-disc collection skims the cream of Hawkins' King and RCA Victor recordings, focusing on blues, country boogies,
and uptempo honky-tonk songs. This new anthology coincides with Bear Family's reissue of 'Hawk' (BCD 15539 CH), a
3-CD box set featuring Hawkins' complete 1954-1961 recordings for RCA Victor and Columbia.
